Subject: Support for attendance at PCC Operations Committee meetings 

This memorandum is being sent to you because your institution participates in at least one of the programs that comprise the Program for Cooperative Cataloging. I take this opportunity to thank you for joining the program. 

Each spring, generally the first Thursday and Friday of May, PCC Operations Committee meets at the Library of Congress in Washington, DC, to discuss developments in program policies and practices. These developments have the potential to affect all cooperative partners, and it is important that as many regional, special interest, and diverse points of view as possible are represented on this committee. 

All representatives from participating institutions are welcome to attend the meeting. In support of the PCC programs, OCLC provides up to $400.00 (up to $200 to rotating CONSER associate level members) in travel support to a specified number of OpCo representatives. Only those attending the meeting from outside the Washington, DC, region are eligible for this funding. Selection to receive the funding from OCLC is on a rotational basis for each of the four programs. The number of representatives selected from each program to receive funding can be found in the guidelines posted at: http://www.loc.gov/aba/pcc/documents/OpCo-Travel-Funding.doc. Travelers pay the expenses up front and complete voucher forms distributed at the OpCo meetings for subsequent reimbursement. 

Institutions, whose OpCo representatives receive partial funding in a given year or no funding because their rotation has not come up, are strongly encouraged to provide or augment the travel funds as well as excused absence for their representatives. Your representative’s attendance guarantees that the PCC will remain vibrant and productive.
